Screenings
Weight Every visit or at least annually

Body Mass Index (BMI) Every visit or at least annually

Blood Pressure (BP) Every visit or at least annually

Colon Cancer Screening

Adults age 50-75 for colorectal cancer using: • Guaiac Fecal Occult 
Blood Test (gFOBT) annually or; • Fecal Immunochemical Testing  

(FIT) annually or; • Fecal Immunochemical Testing (FIT)-DNA  
every 1-3 years or; • Flexible sigmoidoscopy every 5 years or;  
• Flexible sigmoidoscopy every 10 years with FIT annually or;  

• Colonoscopy every 10 years or; • CT Colonography every 5 years**

Ages 45 to 49 should discuss the risks and benefits 
of screening with your health care provider*

Diabetes Screening
Those with high blood pressure should be screened. Those who 

are overweight or have cardiovascular risk factors should be 
screened. All others should be screened starting at age 45.**

Hepatitis C (HCV) Screening Once for adults born between 1945 and 1965  
and persons at high risk for infection

HIV Screening Adults ages 18 to 65, older adults at increased risk 
and all pregnant women should be screened
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
